Any work not adequately prepared for presentation may be denied
exhibition at the discretion of the curator. Installation pieces and exceptionally heavy or fragile pieces must
be installed by the artist with approval prior to delivery of the art.

Liability: Each artist is responsible for insuring his or her artwork. The Spirit Room is not liable for
damage or loss of artwork. All art will be handled in a professional manner.

Sales: Include in the price of your artwork an additional 30 % donation to the Spirit Room. Sales will be
managed through the gallery.
